– Working with IEC technical committee to develop On 

Mode test procedure  
– Fast Timeline: Data collection in Feb, Draft 1 in April, 

Final Draft in August, Final in September

• DTAs: Target completion January 2007.  Effective 
immediately
– Using test procedures developed by Consumer 

Electronics Association (CEA)
– Proposed levels are 8 watts in On mode and 1 watt in 

Sleep mode
• Auto power down after 4 hours or less of user 

inactivity

November 9 - announced 
expansion of QA 4
– Platforms
– GU - 24 sample size

Specification Update: HVAC and Others 

• Furnaces: Finalized October 2006. Tier 1 effective 
October 27, 2006 
– Tier 1: Oil furnace, AFUE rating of > 83% 
– Tier 2: Oil furnace, AFUE rating of > 85%; fan efficiency: oil and 

gas 

• Programmable Thermostats: Target completion 2007. 
Effective mid-2007
– Proposes to transition to educational campaign, suspension of 

performance requirements
– Workshop in Washington DC on February 13 from 9:00 a.m. to 

1:00 p.m. 

• Roofing Products : Target completion early 2007.  
Proposed effective date Summer 2007.
– Draft includes new emissivity requirement 
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Water-using Products

• Commercial Dishwashers: Target completion 
mid 2007. Target effective date Fall 2007
– Draft 1 specification released on May 5th, 2006 

– EPA gathering data on idle power use

• Ice Machines: Target completion mid 2007. 
Target effective date Fall 2007
– Draft 1 specification release date targeted for 

January/February 2007
