– Initially US but now addressing harmonized US-Canadian markets

• Making local utility programs more effective
– Even California can’t command separate products from North 

American manufacturers
– Articulating common interests in the ENERGY STAR Program
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• CEE members invest over $3 billion annually to bring energy 
efficiency to the public.

• CEE members’ programs reach over 50% of the US population 
and more than 2/3 of Canadians – 100 million accounts.
