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Types of Partnerships

� Formal agreement
� Pre-rinse spray valve direct install
� Written sign contract

� Informal agreement
� Commercial Kitchens/Commercial Clothes Washers
� Adoption of program implemented at a different utility

� May have different savings
� May have different rebate

� Simply work together on common goals
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Reasons to Cooperate

� Consistent programmatic coverage of a geographic area
� Customers with multiple sites better understand a 

consistent program and are more apt to participate
� When vendors have confidence they understand a 

program they are more likely to educate customers
� Manufacturer reps are afraid to promote their products 

using utility programs if there is too much variation
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Reasons to Cooperate

� We have common customers
� Easy to share info with customers about partnering utility 

programs
� Somebody with a question can get an answer from any 

one of us
� If I verify installation on a steamer maybe the water utility 

doesn’t have to
� I can’t be everywhere
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Reasons to Cooperate

� Cost Sharing
� Makes expensive direct install programs more attractive
� It is possible to share the cost of materials and labor

� Shared resources
� Marketing abilities
� Booth space at events
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Reasons to Cooperate

� Leverage each other’s programs
� Possible rebates for a customer in Seattle, WA purchasing 

a high temp multi-tank conveyor dishwasher:

� $1,500 for gas water heater savings from PSE
� $500 for electric booster savings from Seattle City Light
� $2,500 for water/wastewater savings from Saving 

Water Partnership

Total combined rebate $4,500
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Challenges

� Difficulty working by committee
� Application updates
� Single utility changes larger program
� Disagreement on methodology
� Record Keeping
� Fulfillment of rebates

� Time to receive payment reimbursement of POS 
rebates

� Different utility requirements 
� Single application/single address and e-mail
