• Boiler efficiency is dependent on system design
• Inconsistencies in rating boiler efficiency
• Current test procedures do not address system 

efficiency

A traditional specification will not work for 
commercial boiler systems
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Developing a Guidance 
Specification

Guidance specification focuses on optimizing 
system efficiencies throughout the year
• Selecting appropriate boiler (or boilers) for a given 

system design
• Matching controls to the system

Initiative also aims to address
• Quality installation and maintenance
• Properly staging multiple boilers in a system
• Reaching out to the supply chain
