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• Different Policy Drivers, Regional Politics & Local  
Conditions Result in Different Administrative 
Models

• Portfolios Are Administered by Utilities, State 
Agencies, Public Service Commissions, Regional 
“Alliances” and Single Purpose “EE Utilities”
– Norms include mandated state funding levels, 

coordination among administrators/participants and 
reporting requirements

– Most jurisdictions and administrators recognize value of 
regional watershed approaches to EE
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• Commercial

• Low-Income

• Multifamily

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• Stability of U.S. Programs Varies by State 
– Program authorization cycles normally range from 1 to 8 years

– Funding source and intent can be much longer
• Some states have incorporated indefinite EE funding mandates into 

restructuring legislation 
• Long-term resource planning horizon is around 20 years

• EE Budget 
– In 2006, Commercial & Industrial programs across the US had a 

budget of $967,327,418.

– On balance across the country, increases in EE funding exceed 
budget reductions
